Plan and present a newscast detailing exactly what happened.

Required Elements:

1. Lead- Begin the newscast with a short summary of what happened.

2. Details- Include a detailed description of the Who? What? When? Where? Why? And How? 

3. Interview- Interview an eyewitness. It could be someone from the story or an “innocent bystander”.

4. Conclusion- Sum up the events described and leave the reader with a question to ponder.

5. Professional presentation- Present as if you are really on the news. Look at the camera, speak with a loud and clear voice, avoid stumbles if you read from a script.

6. Props and costumes- Props and costumes should add to the audience’s understanding of the presentation. Avoid letting them become a distraction.
